MINUTES OF THE MEETING
DEWAR COLLEGE OF EDUCATION
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
The Dewar College of Education Committee met on Thursday, December 9, 2010 at 8:30 a.m. in Room 2050 of the Education Center with Interim Dean Lee presiding.  Members present were:  Gerber, Roberts, Reffel, Martinez, Leech, Minor, Griffin, Stanley, Bauer, Pearce, Corbin and Grubbs.  
SPEC 3000 – Minor and everyone

Dr. Minor reported that on November 11, 2010, the COE Executive Committee approved one super section for SPEC 3000 on Tuesday / Thursday (3:30-4:45) and one additional course for graduate students only.  Dr. Corbin requested that the days change from T/TH in the fall to M /W in spring.  

Deans’ Council Meeting – Reffel

J. Reffel attended the Deans’ Council meeting of December 1, 2010 for Dr. Lee.  Dr. Mark Smith, Head of the Department of English, reported about the proposal for the Regents’ Test Exemption which will go to the Board of Regents outlining the common research paper that is to be completed in ENGL 1102.  Updated pages for the Core Curriculum (pp. 102-106) were presented by Dr. Gravett to include learning goals and e-core courses.  The revised grade appeal program will be considered along with the Academic Dishonesty policy.  A revision of the Transatlantic Studies program was presented by Dr. Michael Bond.  A subcommittee will be established for the proposal to review financial considerations.  The academic leave policy will be presented through committees.  Dr. Richards presented a proposal for VSU Policy on Fulbright awards for consideration.   The academic equipment requests will be considered by the Deans’ Council in January.  Faculty load issues will be considered with regards to super sections.  
PSC “Drive In” Meeting – Lee, Minor, Leech

Interim Dean Lee reported that she, Dr. Minor and Dr. Leech attended the PSC Drive In meeting on December 1, 2010.  She reported that the meeting presented that NCATE and TEAC have merged.  She distributed a link to the information and reported that VSU will be reviewed following the merger.  She discussed that a decision will need to be made about which direction the unit will be going (Continuous Improvement OR Transformative Initiative) for accreditation.  Committees will need to meet to discuss ways in which they can support the process.  Timelines were reviewed according to a confirmation that Dr. Lee sent to Fran Jackson.  Dr. Leech reported on the upgrade rule transition regarding programs that will need to have a GACE developed.  Programs will need to be re-titled in order to meet the certification upgrade rule by fall, 2011.   If institutions are considered “Research,”  “High Research” and “Very High Research” institutions that offer advanced programs do not have to have those programs approved individually by GaPSC.   Interim Dean Lee reported on an ethics session she attended where she asked about the future of the induction certificate (pre-service level) which would mean that candidate would have had a Federal background check – indicating whether committed crimes would keep them from getting certificates.  
Title II Continuing Process – Lee
Interim Dean Lee attended a Title II meeting about the verification process with NES / Pearson.  The Title II report will be sent back to the institution for verification.  No longer does the process require GACE Basic Skills passing dates.  However, the overall pass rate for GACE has, in the past included GACE Basic Skills, but effective this year, will no longer include those data.    The Title II report for spring will also need to be completed after the verification.    
Meeting with T&P Committee – Lee and everyone

Interim Dean Lee thanked the Executive Committee and the Tenure and Promotion Committee for developing the COE Tenure and Promotion document.  The final, un-highlighted draft will be sent to faculty in January for review by Interim Dean Lee.  It is asked that each department’s  Tenure and Promotion committee member present the document at an early departmental spring faculty meeting.  
Education Addition Project – Lee

Interim Dean Lee reported that architects for the Education Center addition have been awarded.  Classrooms and office space will occupy the two story addition.
