MINUTES OF THE MEETING

COLLEGE OF EDUCATION

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE


The College of Education Executive Committee met on Thursday, May 1, 2008, at 8:30 a.m. in Room 235 in the Education Center with Dean Gunter presiding.  Members present were:  Drs. McGahee, Lee, Myers-Jennings, Bauer, Griffin, Stanley, Minor, Gladwin, Hilgert, Corbin, and Ms. Roberts.

Dean Gunter reported on items which had been discussed at the deans’ council meeting held on April 23:

· Dr. Levy reminded the deans of the BOR requirement that all bachelor’s degree programs require a minimum of 39 hours of upper-division hours; Dr. Levy will not approve any waivers of this requirement.
· Dr. Levy announced that Jane Kinney plans to meet with each department head regarding program evaluation and assessment in preparation for the upcoming SACS visit.

· Dr. Gravett announced that she was still receiving course substitutions for using BIOL 2651 and 2652 (Human Anatomy and Physiology) as lab courses in Area D of the core curriculum; Dr. Gravett emphasized that these substitutions would not be approved.

· Dr. Levy announced that a new cover sheet for curricular change proposals was being developed; the new cover sheet will have a SACS notification message on it.

Dr. Lee reported on the EPAAC (BOR Educator Preparation Academic Advisory Committee) meeting held on Tuesday and Wednesday in Macon.  Mr. Kelly Henson, Executive Secretary of PSC, discussed several issues:

· The re-design of Educational Leadership programs.  On this issue, Mr. Henson emphasized two points:  (1) that the universities in collaboration with the school systems will be responsible for selecting the coaches for candidates in EDL programs, and (2) that the school systems in collaboration with the universities will be responsible for deciding who is admitted to the EDL programs.  

· Mr. Henson also reported on the activities of the Task Force on Demand for Math and Science Teachers.  One item the task force is considering is a differentiation of pay for math and science teachers.

· Mr. Henson announced that a Title II report will no longer be submitted to PSC from each institution.  Instead, program completer data will be submitted to the BOR by each institution, and the BOR will submit the required Title II data to PSC.

Other items discussed over the two-day EPAAC meeting included:  

· High school students who complete the teaching pathway will get credit for EDUC 2110 at the college level.

· By 2020, BOR institutions have the goal of producing 80 percent of the state’s new teachers.  Each institution must submit a draft plan by 
August 1.
· CACREP (Council for Accreditation of Counseling and Related Educational Programs) has changed its rules to require Community Counseling programs to require 60 hours of coursework at the master’s level.
· The NCATE protocol for Georgia is up for review.

· The immunization requirement will be removed for graduate students.

· The date for changes in the core curriculum is being backed up in order to provide for more time for faculty involvement.

Dean Gunter announced that the last of the three candidates for the position of Dean of the College of Arts and Sciences is being interviewed today.

Dean Gunter announced that the presidential search committee is meeting today for its final meeting.  The names of five of the six candidates interviewed will be sent to the chancellor’s office, along with a list of each candidate’s strengths.

Dean Gunter has received the graduation script; he will send it to all department heads to review.
Dr. Gladwin moved approval of changes in the M.Ed. program in Secondary Education—Spanish; Dr. Bauer seconded the motion.  Changes in the program included:  FLED 7100, 7500, and 7600 are being changed from two-hour courses to three-hour courses; FLED 7800 is being dropped from the program.  Because 20-21 hours of guided elective Spanish courses are included in the program, the total number of hours required for completion of the program is 36-37.  A suggestion was made to change the title of FLED 7100 from “Professional Development and Issues” to “Professional Development and Practices”; Dr. Gladwin accepted this change.  The motion was unanimously approved.
Department heads reported on the progress for faculty searches within their departments.

Ms. Roberts distributed a commendation form/process which had been developed by the COE Undergraduate Policies Committee.  Dean Gunter asked department heads to get faculty input; the form/process will be considered for approval at a later meeting.

Dr. Stanley announced that a principal and one teacher had been employed for the Valdosta Early College Academy; one other teacher has been identified.

Dr. Bauer announced that 29 students will leave for the Czech Republic on Tuesday.

Dr. McGahee reported that he had spoken with Jennifer Harvey, the VSU Scholarship Coordinator, about the memos that department heads had received about various departmental scholarships.  Basically, these are scholarships that are “on the books” with various balances.  Ms. Harvey suggested that departments could award these as one-time scholarships or give the funds to students to purchase textbooks.  Dr. McGahee suggested that each department head talk with Ms. Harvey about how they wanted to use these funds.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:39 a.m.
