External Grants

A Math Science Partnership Grant was written by Dr. Brian Gerber, assisted by Dr. Verilette Hinkle and Dr. Ellice Martin, for the Coastal Plains RESA, which serves as the fiscal agent. Its purpose is to improve instruction in middle grades science and mathematics in the RESA area. First year (2005) funding was approximately $275,000 and second year funding (2006) was a slightly higher amount. I serve as the Mathematics Coordinator for the project. In 2005, there were three 1-week summer workshops and four Saturday sessions during the school year, and approximately 100 middle school math and science teachers participated at three different sites in the RESA area. In 2006, the activities included two full weeks of workshops for all participants. The grant application has been funded for a third year, and I will again serve as Mathematics Coordinator. Activities for Summer 2007 focused on the production of standards based math and science teaching materials for publication by the Georgia Department of Education.

A second Math Science Partnership Grant, written by Dr. Brian Gerber and assisted again by Dr. Verilette Hinkle and Dr. Ellice Martin, was funded for two years. The RESA also serves as the fiscal agent for this grant. I serve as the Mathematics Coordinator for the project, and the purpose is to provide professional development in Math and Science for teachers in grades 3-5. The first summer workshop was held in July, 2007, with approximately 215 teachers attending. That project continued into Summer 2008, and served 148 teachers.

· I have established a relationship with J. L. Newbern Middle School that began when we had an ACT student placed in that school. I offered to help their mathematics teachers improve standardized test scores. The following report summarizes the results of my work with them during 2005-2006.

In February, 2006, I began working with J. L. Newbern Mathematics teachers. They already had in progress a number of initiatives to improve mathematics. As time moved toward the CRCT, they also put in place a plan they had developed to work with students who had been identified as on the edge of Meeting Expectations.

Contributions that I helped to design and put in place included the following:

· Use of Math Practice Logs with parent initials that students had completed homework

· Rewarding students each Friday and after 3 and 6 weeks for getting parent initials.

· Focusing on the strategy Similarities and Differences in teaching

· Using a balanced approach so that students can discover, but also so that they have ample opportunity to practice a skill to mastery

· Providing modeled lessons illustrating the above mentioned strategies for all math teachers to observe.

The goal was to increase the percent meeting expectations by at least 5%, preferably 10% 

Results:

· The percent of 8th grade students meeting or exceeding expectations increased from 32% in 04-05 to 44% in 05-06, an increase of 12%.

· Eighth grade scores also beat the school and state trend of a group having much lower scores in 8th than they did in 7th.  This group stayed level from grade 7 to grade 8 at 44% meeting expectations.

· This percent should rise after the next round of testing at the end of the summer remediation program.

I continue to be involved with J. L. Newbern through the Gear Up program, through visits to mathematics classrooms, and through informal work with the new principal. I helped last spring to identify math materials that would promote achievement and will be working to help teachers use these materials effectively.

· Consulted with Echols County Schools related to vertical alignment of the mathematics curriculum, provided a Mathematics Standards workshop for all math teachers, and made classroom visits to all math teachers. Continue to provide guidance in the mathematics area.
