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Special Education: Deaf and Hard of Hearing

During the 5th year while enrolled as a graduate student, completers receive a Master’s degree in Special Education:  Deaf and Hard of Hearing and are recommended for Georgia Educator Certification in Special Education: Deaf and Hard of Hearing.  Teachers with this certificate are prepared to provide instruction or instructional support to students in PK-12 who are deaf or hard of hearing, including those with additional disabilities.  Candidates in this program take coursework and field experiences in all content areas of early childhood (English / language arts, science, mathematics, social studies, the arts, health education, physical education, and reading) that satisfy the No Child Left Behind criteria for a “Highly Qualified” teacher in the state of Georgia.

The Special Education: Deaf and Hard of Hearing Program, was established by Valdosta State University to offer students an opportunity to obtain initial certification through the BSED in Deaf Education plus the 5th year traditional MED program. Candidates enrolled in the traditional program take extensive course work from two major departments: the Special Education/Early Childhood Department, and the Middle, Secondary, Reading and Deaf Education Department.  Coursework in Early Childhood (PK-5), Middle Grades (5-8), Secondary (9-12), Reading, and in Deaf Education are woven throughout the three years of professional coursework.
