Dr. Lee discussed the continuous improvement and the transformational initiative accreditation options for our upcoming NCATE visit. It has been 5 years since NCATE was here. They will return in 2013. During 2006, NCATE only gave areas for improvements. Since 2006, NCATE begin giving strengths and areas for improvements. We were given a handout about the accreditation options as Dr. Lee explained each. 

Dr. Lee discussed the NCATE merger with CAEP; she is not sure what will happen here yet; but we will still work under our current options for TI/CI. We also received a handout about becoming CAEP.

Dr. Lee brought up the NCATE website to share NCATES 6 standards and to show what we would need to do to meet acceptable for each standard. 

We looked at standard 1 briefly to see if we thought we could meet this standard by choosing the TI option.

Lorraine spoke highly of CI and commented that we should look at one particular standard that we knew we could hit target. 

Even if we chose TI, we still have to work towards continually improving each standard. If we submitted a TI proposal and we were turned down, we could always choose the CI option. We do know that “our unit does not insure that our TC can adequately assess students. GaPSC also found this to be true. 
Kristina Cragg commented that our decisions on TI were very similar to the quality enhancement plan (QEP) process. She and Jane Kinney discussed the different disciplinary based inquiry studies that are being conducted over the next couple of years. Kristina gave us information for the next call for proposals for 2012 to be initiated in 2013. She also discussed the possibility in double dipping from our strategic focus. 
Dr. Lee then discussed standard 2 with the unacceptable, acceptable, target. What we would need to do to show that we are acceptable. 

A question was brought up about if it were more prestigious to go TI verses CI. VSU would be one of the few who choose TI, if we did indeed decide to go TI. We would set a type of precedence for other GA universities to follow. 

We will continue our discussions on TI verses CI for all committee members understanding before voting on which we think would be the best option for our unit.
