Academically superior students with an undergraduate degree in social 
work from a CSWE accredited BSW program may apply for the advanced 
standing option. To be admitted with advanced standing status, the un-
dergraduate work must have been completed within the last 5 years. 
Advanced standing applicants can apply for the on-campus or web-
hybrid option and attend either full or part-time. 
 
Special Admission Requirements 
Advanced standing applicants must meet all regular requirements for 
admission. Additionally, at least two of the applicant’s three reference 
letters must be completed by undergraduate faculty members from the 
BSW Program. The faculty will examine the student’s BSW transcript, the 
accreditation status of the undergraduate institution, and if necessary, 
BSW course syllabi, in order to determine whether the foundation con-
tent is transferable to the VSU MSW Program.    
 
Timeline & Field Practicums 
When admitted to the program, advanced standing students must attend 
the summer session and complete a foundation portfolio. A practicum is 
required to complete the program (approximately 18 hours per week for 
two semesters). Field placements are geographically limited.

The full-time program requires 
three nights a week in class plus practicum.  
 
Field Practicums 
MSW students must complete two practicum placements. Each place-
ment is for two semesters and requires 16-18 hours per week in a com-
munity agency. Field placements are currently limited to the 41-county 
region served by VSU and may require travel.
