Please apply as a transient student using the following instructions:

Transient admissions information:

You will need to apply to Valdosta State University as a transient student for summer semester 2009. You can do this one of three ways by visiting the following link. http://www.valdosta.edu/admissions/transient.shtml
1. You may download the paper application, fill it out and mail it in along with the $40 application fee (check or money order) and transient permission letter to the VSU admissions office.

 2. You may fill out the transient admissions application through GA 411, pay your $40 application fee online and mail the transient permission letter to the VSU admissions office. 

3. You may request that a paper copy of the application be mailed to your address. You will then need to fill it out and mail it in along with the $40 application fee (check or money order) and transient permission letter to the VSU admissions office.

**The transient permission letter needs to be prepared by your home institution and mailed in with your transient application form. (Some institutions refer to this as the "letter of good standing") This can be obtained from your home institutions' registrar office. 
Transient Registration and transcripts:

1. The European Council office will register you for classes at Valdosta State University.

2. Upon return from your program, you will need to request that your academic transcripts be sent from Valdosta State to your home institution. You will personally need to call the VSU registrar’s office at (229) 333-5727.

Transient Financial Aid:

1. If you receive financial aid from your home institution, you will need to have your home institution’s financial aid office send a transient financial aid letter to the Valdosta State University office of financial aid.  This will ensure that you receive your federal aid for summer semester.
