To attend these classes you must have attended the basic 
session and bring all materials with you to work on your own webpage. 
 
Also on Wednesday, January 31, there is an Intermediate (Designers Only) class from 3:15-5:00 
p.m. in Pine Hall Computer Lab.  To attend this class, you must have designer access.  It is designed to 
help with form creation and utilizing Dreamweaver to import more advanced programming into Contribute.
