Dear Honors Program/Honors College Student, Advisor, Director, Faculty, Administrator:

Welcome back!  I hope your Spring Semester is off to a good start.  Proposals are beginning to trickle in for our Spring conference, which is a good sign.  Please note that the postmark deadline for proposals, January 21st, is actually a Federal holiday (Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Day), so that proposals that are postmarked January 22nd will certainly be accepted.  Also please be aware that the proposal form indicates AV equipment requests.  We have made arrangements with the hotel so that you may bring your own AV equipment.  We will certainly do what we can to accommodate your requests, and will indicate in a timely fashion whether we can meet your requests.  You may want to indicate that you have AV equipment that you can bring, if the case arises that we are unable to meet your requests.  Once past the deadline, and well before the housing and registration deadline of February 21st, I will be sending out acceptance letters and e-mails, so look for that information beginning the first week in February.   

Regarding registration and lodging, please note that our local arrangements chair, Dr. Jeff Portnoy, has a new mailing address, phone and fax numbers (indicated on the enclosed registration form).   Also, please note the new central reservation number for the Marriott Marquis, located below.  I am told this is a preferable number to call for room reservations than the latter two (although they will still work).   Let me remind you as well to keep up with your room reservations and to cancel promptly any rooms you will not be using so that other members of the SRHC can take advantage of the conference rates.  

The conference promises to be dazzling in its variety; our local arrangements chair and his committee are working extremely hard to insure that you will have a wonderful time in Atlanta, having already made it possible for us to enjoy the architecturally stunning Marriott Marquis (if only Hitchcock could have known about this place before he did Vertigo!).   There is still time left to submit a proposal on our theme of "SQUARING THE CIRCLE:  TRADITION, CHANGE, DEVELOPMENT, AND HONORS."  And, of course, you may submit a proposal entirely off the theme as well.  We have a conference logo contest going, an open call for community service projects, as well as a forum available for debates.  Propose!  

Deadlines:

The postmark deadline to submit a proposal is Tuesday, January 22st, 2002 (updated form enclosed).

The postmark deadline for conference registration is Thursday, February 21st, 2002 (updated form enclosed).

The hotel deadline for room reservations at the conference rate is also Thursday, February 21st, 2002 (no form available).
