Dear Friends and Colleagues.

1 bring you greetings from Georgia's Coastal Comer
where | have just returned from a chilly convention of the
Southeastern Theatre Conference in Arlinglon, Virginia. b was
cold outside, but got progressavely warmer as ane of the largest
and grestest regional theatre organizations in our couniry came
together in the nation"s capital to celebrate our art and leam
what our colleagues ane doing. | found & particular warmth and
comfiort from the many faces oi our state meeting on Friday
afternoon. There were same old and new faces there, and |
hope we will see them again st our convention in Athens. Ai
the state meeting | tried to share my vision of where | would
like to bead the Georgia Theatre Conference over the next
several months, and on the advice of some of my boand
membens, | offer some of that vision 10 you now. | am not
certain it o well in written form as it does when spoken m
person, but 1"l do my best,

My story really starts with the infumous *presadential
boxes™—p collection of archives, scrapbook materials and
other records that have been accumulated and passed on from
president to president since at least the 1970"s, and possibly
since the beginning of the organization. As it happened, the
bones were wenring out when | inherited them, and in the
process of replacing the worn oul hoves, | found myself
resding 8 bot of history about Georgia thestre Conference.
What | learned may surprise you. |t hasn't always been about
play festivals. In fact, the growth of the secondary school play
festival has been a relatively recent event. In it earlier forms,
the annual convention of the Georgia Theatre Conlerence was
about coming together to celebruie and network with one
another. 'We had guest antists, workshops, social events, and
even performances—much like we do now —bit the difference
then was that the performances were showcased for the entire
convention to attend. There may have been a college play, a
secondary play or two, and 8 community theatne and children’s
show, The convention would involve break —out sessions on a
variety of issues, pertinent to a variety of theatre disciplines,
but the productions, lice the social gatherings, were a time of
coming logether.

Somewhere along the line, through no fault of our own, we
seem 1o have bow that comnection. Georgia Theatre Confierence
became identified with play festivals and the networking that
we did became less important—even bothersome. Beneath any
apecific issues we are addressing under my lesdership in the
organization is the desire to get reconnected—to establish an
environment where the bes and brightest theatre profiessionals,
educators, researchers, performers and students can come
together and share. In this regard, | want our organization o
serve every constituency with whatever services or
opportunities we can provide for our members 1o enhance and
affirm their work in the theatre

I am talking with the division leadership in GTC o explore
how we might continue to serve our members with play
festivals and other performance activities, while & the same
time de-emphasizing the importance of the convention festivals
and rebuilding interdsvisional opportunities. It is my hope that
as part of the fall convention in Athens, we will be able to
come forward with & proposal for changing the format of our
annusl convention,
