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Health Sciences Librarianship Track Proposal 
 
The MLIS faculty have completed the proposal for including an optional Health Sciences 
Librarianship (HSL) track in the MLIS curriculum. An ad hoc Advisory Group comprised of 
five librarians with experience in health sciences librarianship from across the state of Georgia 
was instrumental in defining what knowledge and skills the track should include.  
 
The proposed course of study is a 15-hour track. It adds two new courses to the MLIS 
curriculum and draws upon existing electives plus the supervised fieldwork course to round 
out the course sequence.
