SUBJECT: Fall 2006 Semester Enrollment Report

The attached copy of the Semester Enrollment Report (SER) presents basic information on credit
enrollment in the 35 institutions of the University System of Georgia in Fall Semester 2006.
The SER shows a Fall 2006 headcount enrollment of 259,945, an increase of 2.5 percent {6,393
students) over the Fall 2005 enrollment. The full-time equivalent (FTE) enroliment is 225,197,
representing an increase of 3.0 percent (6,580 FTE students) above the Fall 2005 FTE.

The following points summarize the most important changes in enrollment over the last year:

o Headcount enrollment increased by 1.7 percent at research universities, 0.6 percent at
regional universities, 3.6 percent at state universities, 6.3 percent at state colleges, and by
0.6 percent at two-year colleges.

o Albany State University, Georgia College & State University, Kennesaw State
University, Southern Polytechnic State University, Gainesville State College, Middie
Georgia College, Bainbridge College, East Georgia College, and Waycross College
had enrollment increases of 5 percent or more over last fall.

o Headcount enrollment at Georgia Gwinnett College, USG’s newest college, was 118.

« FTE enroliment increased by 2.0 percent at research universities, 0.8 percent at regional
universities, 4.5 percent at state universities, 7.4 percent at state colleges, and 0.7 percent
at two-year colleges. The increase in FTE relative to headcount means that students are
taking more hours than did students last fall.

o First-time freshman enrollment increased by 2.8 percent over last fall, in contrast to the

" increase of 6.2 percent between Fall 2004 and Fall 2005. This may reflect the beginning

of a slower growth rate over the next few years; however, the number of high school
graduates in Georgia continues to increase.
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The average age of undergraduates is 23.9, compared to 24.0 last fall, and the average
age of graduate students is 31.8.

69.3 percent of students enrolled full-time, compared to 68.5 percent last fall. This
represents 6,458 more students enrolling full-time in Fall 2006 than in Fall 2005, an

increase of 3.7 percent. If this trend continues, it should result in shorter time to degree
for many students.

o Full-time enrollment ranges from 81.6 percent at research universities to 46.4 percent
at two-year colleges.

o Medical College of Georgia enrolled the largest percentage of full-time students (94.7
percent); Georgia Gwinnett College enrolled the smallest percentage of full-time
students (32.2 percent). These varations reflect significant differences in mission,

with two-year college students enrolling more students who work and have family
responsibilities.

Enrollment growth rates varied by race/ethnicity.

o African-American enrollment increased by 2.8 percent (1,650 students) over Fall
2005. African-American students represent 23.7 percent of all students,

o Hispanic enroliment increased by 10.4 percent (739 students), and Hispanic

' students represent 3.0 percent of all students.

o Enrollment of Asian/Pacific Islanders increased by 6.3 percent (914 students).
Asian students represent 5.9 percent of all students. .

o White/non-Hispanic student enrollment increased by 1.8 percent (2,888 students).
White/non-Hispanic students represent 64.5 percent of all students.

The number of female students (151,190) is significantly higher than the number of male
students (108,755); however, the rate of growth between Fall 2005 and Fall 2006 was
higher for males (2.8 percent) than females (2.3 percent).

The number of students enrolled in learning support (LS) courses at the System level
increased by 3.7 percent. In Fall 2006, 17,028 students were enrolled in at least one LS
course in English, reading, or math because of a System requirement.

Transient student enrollment, the enroliment of a student for transfer credit at an
institution that is not the “home” institution, decreased 21.0 percent, or 337 students.
