SUBJECT: Summer 2008 Semester Enrollment Report

The attached Semester Enrollment Report (SER) shows that University System of Georgia
institutions enrolled 138,541 headcount students in Summer Term 2008, the largest summer
enrollment in the System’s history. The headcount enrollment represents an increase of 3.4
percent (4,537 students) over Summer 2007 enrollment. Full-time equivalent (FTE) enrollment
was 79,702, an increase of 3,214 FTE students, or 4.2 percent, over Summer 2007. The larger
increase in FTE enrollment shows that more students are taking more hours in summer than in
the past.

The following bullets describe the most important changes between Summer 2007 and 2008
enrollment:

¢ Headcount enrollment increased in all sectors, by 2.9 percent at research universities, 1.1
percent at regional universities, 3.5 percent at state universities, 6.0 percent at state
colleges, and 3.9 percent at two-year colleges. Enrollment declined at eight institutions.

e FTE enrollment increased at research universities by 3.0 percent; regional universities,
4.9 percent; state universities, 5.1 percent; state colleges, 7.2 percent; and two-year
colleges by 2.8 percent.

o Even though the FTE enrollment increase was greater than headcount increase,
fewer students enroll for 12 or more hours in summer compared to fall and spring
terms.

o 17.7 percent of students enrolled full-time in summer, with variation by
institution from 3.6 percent to 75.6 percent of students enrolled full-time.

e The number of new freshmen increased by 5.6 percent (244 freshmen), a significant
increase relative to overall enrollment growth.

Graduate student enrollment increased by 6.5 percent over Summer 2007.

African-American enrollment increased by 3.9 percent; Asian or Pacific Islander by 5.6
percent; Hispanic by 8.1 percent; and White by 1.2 percent.

The number of males enrolled increased by 4.2 percent and females by 2.9 percent;
however, summer enrollment is predominantly female (61.1 percent).

The number of students enrolled from out-of-country increased by 15.1 percent over last
summer.

Enrollment in System-wide learning support courses increased by 8.5 percent. An
increasing number of LS students begin college in summer rather than fall.

The following graph shows the summer term trend in headcount enrollment for the last ten years.
