in Summer 2007, University System of Georgia institutions enrolled 134,004 headcount
students, as shown on the attached Semester Enrollment Report (SER). The headcount
enrollment represents a 3.9 percent increase, or an additional 5,008 students, over Summer 2006.
This is the largest Summer headcount enrollment in the System’s history, 3.7 percent higher than
the previous record set-in Summer 2004 of 129,188 students.

Full-time equivalent (FTE) enrollment Was 76,488, 3.6 percent larger than the Summer 2006
FTE enrollment, representing an increase of 2,640 FTE students.

The following bullets describe the most importaﬁt changes between Summer 2006 and Summer
2007 enrollment; o

¢ Headcount enrollment increased in all sectors: by 0.9 percent at research universities, 9.9
percent at regional universities, 5.0 percent at state universities, 3.8 percent at state
colleges, and 3.7 percent at two-year colleges. One research university, three state
universities, one state college, and two two-year colleges had small enrollment declines,

e FTE enrollment increased in all sectors, with declines at seven institutions. The patterns
of increase mirrored those of headcount enrollment with two exceptions:

o FTE enrollment increased by 0.8 percent at state colleges, compared to the
headcount increase of 3.8 percent, indicating that more students took fewer hours.

o At two-year colleges, FTE enrollment increased by 5.0 percent, while headcount
increased by 3.7 percent, indicating that more students took a greater number of
hours. :

Only 17.2 percent of students took 12 or more hours in Summer 2007, which follows the

summer term trend.

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e The number of new freshmen decreased by 2.4 percent (105 students).
e The percentage increase in the number of male students, 4.2 percent, exceeded the rate of
increase of female students, 3.7 percent; however, summer enrollment is 61.4 percent

female,. ‘

¢ African-American/non-Hispanic enrollment increased by 3.6 percent; Asian or Pacific

Islander by 4.9 percent; and Hispanic by 13.4 percent. The enrollment of white/non-

Hispanic students decreased by 1.6 percent.
¢ Enrollment in System-wide learning support courses decreased by 5.1 percent in Summer
2007, an unusual trend relative to the increase in students. In the past, under-prepared

students often began college in summer term.
