Attached is a copy of the Semester Enrollment Report which provides enrollment information for
Spring Semester 2006, The University System enrolled 242,275 headcount students and 207,032
full-time equivalent (FTE) students in Spring 2006. Spring headcount enrollment increased by
3,653 students, or 1.5 percent, over Spring 2005; FTE enrollment in Spring increased by 4,415
FTE students, or 2.2 percent, over the previous spring.

The following are the major differences between Spring 2005 and Spring 2006 enrolment:

» Headcount enrollment increased 1.6 percent at regional universities, 1.6 percent at state
universities, 5.2 at state colleges, and 3.8 at two-year colleges, while headcount decreased
by (.6 at research universities.

» FTE enrollment increased by 0.1 percent at research universities, 1.9 at regional
universities, 2.5 at state universities, 7.0 at state colleges, and 4.4 percent at two-year
colleges. The FTE enrollment increase relative to headcount enrollment increase means
that students are continuing to increase the number of hours enrolled.

e First-time freshman enrollment increased by 2.5 percent.

¢ Graduate enrollment decreased by 2.2 percent, following a 5.3 percent decrease between
Spring 2004 and Spring 2005. Graduate enrollment in fall semesters has decreased over
the same time period. The decline is at the master’s level, and from other reports, we

know that the decrease is primarily in teacher education.

¢ Headcount enrollment in System-required learning support (LS) courses increased by
10.9 percent,

¢ Out-of-country enrollment declined by 2.0 percent, or 156 students.
