In order to purchase this insurance at this reduced rate, you must become a member of NASW. You are required to have proof of liability insurance (at least $1,000,000/$1,000,000) before beginning your practicum placement. Please purchase your NASW membership and Liability Insurance prior to orientation on June 11, 2010 as you will need to provide proof of insurance at orientation. It is suggested that you do not purchase the insurance until June 1st to prevent you from having to renew your coverage in the middle of your practicum.
