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A. ESTABLISHMENT
A. The Campus Activities Board is an arm of the Student Life Office with the expressed purpose of providing entertainment, recreation, and educational programs for the University student body.  The Board, which is composed of students plus a Director, is directly responsible to the Director of Student Life and the Recreation Coordinator. 

B. MEMBERSHIP 
A. Any student can become a member of the Campus Activities Board. 

C. OFFICERS 
A. There shall be a Director of the Board, who shall preside over Board meetings and designate the function of the Board according to the by-laws. The chairperson shall also be a member of the Student Life Committee. 
B.  If  the Director of the Board vacates his/her position during their term, the board will elect a new Director. The new Director of the Board will be selected by the Director of Student Life, the Recreation Coordinator and the Campus Activities Board Graduate Assistant. 
C. The Director of the Board cannot hold any executive office in Student Government Association, but can be a senator. 
D. All candidates must have and maintain a cumulative GPA of at least 2.5.

D. COMMITTEES
A. The Campus Activities Board shall be made of six standing committees. These committees shall be:  1) Marketing and Public Relations, 2) Late Night, 3) Special Events, 4) Coffee and Comedy House, 5) Visual and Performing Arts, 6) Concert and Dance.
B. Anytime a decision needs to be made about adding or removing a committee, the Board will make a decision based on a majority vote. 
C. The executive board shall consist of the Chairperson of all standing committees, and be chaired by the Director. Those of the committee shall be responsible for the delegation of duties necessary in carrying out all programs sponsored by the Board. The committees shall meet no less than twice a month during each semester to discuss and plan the next CAB event. The Chairpersons of the Board have the right to call any special meeting of the committee as seen needed. 
1. Concert and Dance Committee- This committee brings concerts and other live entertainment to the students of VSU. All of the events for this committee are music related. Events typically include events like dance parties, local band concerts, and DJs. 
2. Marketing and Public Relations - This committee is responsible for promoting Campus Activities Board as 
a whole to the student population.
3. Special Events Committee- The special events committee covers a wide range of events but mainly 
focuses on coordinating novelty events. Participants often create 
keepsakes at these events to remind them of their experience such as 
"car bumper stickers", "street signs" and "photo t-shirts". Other 
events include 3D Movies, Hypnotists, and Inflatables as well.
4.  Coffee and Comedy House Committee - CAB Comedy/Coffeehouse Committee Hosts a variety of events centered 
around comedy, poetry, spoken word, and music. Our events include  Open Mic Nights, Professional comedy shows, talent shows, comedy game shows and live spoken word. Our Committee seeks to provide an environment where students can engage in self expresssion through comedy, poetry and spoken word. 
5. Visual and Performing Arts Committee- This committee is responsible for coordinating various cultural speakers and theatrical programs
6. Late Night Committee- Focuses on bringing safe and fun activities for students, after-hours.
V. Meetings
A. The board will meet at time and place decided by a majority vote of members at the first meeting of each semester. There will be a minimum of one meeting per month. 
B. Robert’s Rules of Order shall be followed, except when changed or modified by majority vote of the membership. A parliamentarian may be appointed by the Director and subject to Board approval as seen needed.
C. The Director of the Board has the power to call any special meetings of the board.
D. All members may vote or initiate motions to the Board with the exception of the Director, who may use his/her vote in case of a tie. 
E. The Board may have the power to amend its by-laws by a simple majority vote. 
VI. Elections
A. Elections for the Director of the Board shall take place no later than the third meeting of each Spring semester. In order to be elected C.A.B. Chair, the student must have held the positions of Chair on a standing committee or Chairperson on the Board for at least one semester prior to the election.
B. The winner of the election shall be decided by a majority vote. The election shall be held by secret ballot at a scheduled meeting. Only eligible voting members will be allowed to vote (eligible members are those who have been members both fall and spring semester). Proxy votes will be permitted only in cases where the member is physically unable to reach campus the day of elections and with written permission from the Director of Student Life or Program Director. 
C. The Chairperson shall become effective Summer semester following the selection. 
VII. Ex-Officio Members
A. The Board Director, Recreation Coordinator, Graduate Assistant for C.A.B. and the Director of Student Life are ex-officio members of the Board unable to vote or initiate motions. The Board Director will be allowed to vote in the elections for Director of the Board. 
B. The Director of the Board shall be an ex-officio member of each standing position. 
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
