Objective 


One of the elements of the Student Life’s mission is to recognize outstanding achievements by student 
organizations. To help accomplish this, Student Life is introducing the Excellence Program that is centered 
around recognizing student organizations that actively participate in the VSU community. Additionally, this 
program seeks to encourage student organizations to attend events that are beneficial in the areas of 
organizational enrichment, teambuilding, networking, service, and collaboration. 
 
How can my organization earn points? 


Organizations can earn points by participating in various events and activities in the following 
categories: Student Life programs, events and workshops, campus community events, campus leadership 
events, and organization-specific events. The following table below describes the ways that each organization 
can earn points:

How will Student Life keep track of points? 


For all of the events besides the organization-specific events, the organization's participation will be tracked 
by Student Life. For example, if you register a team for Relay for Life, then Student Life will automatically verify 
your participation by cross-checking the Relay for Life project team roster. For organization specific events, 
your organization will need to complete the event memorandum form on the Campus Connect website under 
“Student Life Organization”, available at the end of Spring Semester. So, all your organization needs to do is to 
go on the CampusConnect website at the end of the spring semester and fill out an Excellence Application 
form. It's that simple! 
 
How will organizations be recognized? 


Student organizations will be recognized on the following levels, based on the number of points that the 
organization earns. 


 Organization of Excellence: 100+ points 
Organization of Merit: 75-100 points 
Organization meets Standard: 50-75 points 
Organization Development: 0-50 points

Retaining Members 


 
Students stay with organized, dynamic groups that meet their personal goals for membership. 
Prospective members want to know that the organization is moving forward and will be 
successful in achieving its goals. Identifying the needs of the individual members is the key to 
having a strong organization with enthusiastic members. To remember why students join 
organizations and what helps retain them, just think of GRAPE.  
 
The Grape Principle:  
 
G is for Growth: Does your organization provide growth opportunities for all current and 
potential members? Are there opportunities for members to move into positions of leadership 
or are those leadership opportunities usually "saved" for the senior members? Be creative, 
think of ways that all members may be involved no matter where they are in their education. 
 
R is for Recognition: Do you recognize members when great things occur in your organization? 
Don't wait until the end of the year. People need and appreciate being recognized in a timely 
manner for their hard work and accomplishments. Recognition or awards presented may also 
serve as a motivating factor for other members who would like to achieve a certain level of 
success.  
 
A is for Achievement: A sense of "team" achievement is important. Healthy organizations make 
sure that everyone feels as if they contributed to the success of the organization. When the 
organization is honored, it is important to realize that everyone has contributed and should 
have a feeling of accomplishment, from a member who may have done a simple task to the 
president of the organization.  
 
P is for Participation: Can everyone participate in programs and events? Make sure your 
organization is open and willing to accept all student members' contributions regardless of how 
long they have been with the organization. Everyone’s opinions should be listened too and 
valued. 
 
E is for Enjoyment: Volunteering and working hard in an organization has to be fun! If being 
part of a group isn't fun, why remain a member? A student's time is valuable and there are 
many opportunities for involvement. Make sure one of the best options on campus is being 
involved with your organization!

VSU Student Union 
Student Organization Office Space 
 


Policies and Procedures/Philosophy and Purpose 
 


Valdosta State University supports the presence and contributions of student organizations. 
Student organizations exist to enrich both the campus community and a student's experience at 
the University. To support student organizations VSU allocates space in the Union for use by 
these organizations, thus allowing them to conduct their business in an accessible and central 
location on campus. All space usage by registered student organizations is contingent upon 
adherence to the guidelines outlined in this document. All space within the Student Union is 
Valdosta State University-owned; therefore, the Student Union Advisory Committee has final 
authority for the use and allocation of this space. Office space covered under this policy 
includes the individual organization spaces, the organizational workroom and lockers.  
 
Assignment of Office Space  
1. Each organization desiring office space shall complete an application form. Applications are 
available in the Office of Student Life and on line at www.valdosta.edu/stulife. Organizations 
must submit applications by November 2. Organizations granted space will be notified by 
November 30th. Those who wish to reapply for annual use of the spaces should resubmit their 
applications by April 15. If a student organization chooses not to renew its office space 
agreement, or is denied space for the following year, their office area must be vacated prior to 
the end of spring semester. Should any student organization materials, equipment, or other 
goods remain beyond May 15th, the Office of Student Life may dispose of such items, provided 
other arrangements satisfactory to the Director of Student Life/Student Union have not been 
made by the organization.  
 
2. The Director of Student Life/Student Union will consult with the Student Union Advisory 
Committee when making office space allocations, reallocations, and assignments. All allocations 
will be based on an evaluation of the requesting organizations:  
* is a VSU registered organization in good standing involvement and activity level within the 
campus culture  
*ability to serve and/or support the greatest number of current VSU students  
compliance with VSU Student Organization regulations and policies compliance with Valdosta 
State regulations and policies adherence to community standards for VSU Student Union 
(where appropriate)  
 
Responsibilities and Privileges  
1. Student organization office space is available for use during normal building hours only. 
Unauthorized access when the building is closed may result in immediate forfeiture of office 
space privileges.  
 







2. The Director of Student Life/Student Union, his or her staff, and appointed student workers 
have the right of access to allocated office space for routine maintenance, housekeeping, and 
inspection.  
 
3. Basic office furnishings, computer, phone, and a file cabinet will be provided for each 
organization.  
 
4. Organizations may not make physical changes to the assigned office space (walls, doors, 
ceiling, floor, locks, etc.). Organizations will be held financially responsible for any damage 
made to University property and/or damage to the allocated office space. Normal wear and 
tear is expected. In cases where spaces are shared, all organizations occupying that space shall 
be assessed repair or replacement costs equally, unless the specific source of the damage can 
be identified.  
 
5. High wattage appliances such as heaters, refrigerators, or microwaves may not be used  
anywhere in the student organization office space. Acceptable appliances include computers, 
printers, small radios, pencil sharpeners, and approved lamps.  
 
6. If a student organization is not fully utilizing its allocated office space when another active 
student organization requests an office, a change in allocation may occur at the end of the fall 
semester. The Director of Student Life/Student Union will contact student organizations to 
discuss this before the space is reassigned, but will proceed to make a decision independent of 
the group’s input if they choose not to respond or meet. Allocated office space may not be 
sublet or transferred to any other occupant or organization. Previous allocation or occupancy 
does not ensure retention of an office space.  
 
7. Every student organization utilizing space within the VSU Student Union and its members are 
expected to comply with this policy.  
 
Offices  
There are 12 offices and 24 spaces for organizations to use. There will be two organizations per 
office space. Each organization will be provided with a desk, desk chair, one guest chair, 
computer, phone, filing space, and a locker for supplies in the workroom. The furniture 
provided is property of the Student Union and may not be moved or altered.  
The purpose of these offices is to aid organizations in conducting their necessary business. 
These spaces are not to be used for organizational meetings. Other spaces designed for that 
purpose may be scheduled in the Union Reservations Office. Organizations are expected to be 
mindful of this at all times. Because these spaces are meant to be shared, respect for the other 
organization is essential.  
 
Workroom  
The workroom has been placed in the organizational suite so that organizations can have a 
designated location to work on advertisement materials such as sheet signs and posters. 
Organizations are responsible for providing their own materials and supplies. Those 







organizations who have secured one of the office spaces will also be given a locker that is 
located within the workroom for supply storage. The organizations will be responsible for 
providing their own locks. Neither the Office of Student Life nor the Student Union staff will be 
held responsible for items kept in those lockers. An organization wishing to reserve a time for 
the workroom must go to the Office of Student Life located on the third floor of the Union.  
 
Trash  
Trash cans will be provided in each office. The Student Union staff will dump your trash daily. 
However, if an organization has more trash than will properly fit in the provided cans, then that 
organization is responsible for its disposal.  
 
Walls  
Nothing is to be hung or placed on the walls or doors within the organizational suites. A bulletin 
board will be provided for each organization to use.

2. If vendors will be present at fundraiser event, complete the Vendor Form for Auxiliary 
Services and submit to Student Union Reservation Office with Fundraiser papers and collect 
monies as instructed.  
 
3. Complete Online Reservation form no later than two (2) weeks in advance of fundraiser 
event.  
 
4. The following items should be returned to Student Union Reservation Office no later than 
two (2) weeks after the fundraiser event:  
Financial Disbursement Form  


Copy of check(s) written to charity  


Letter from charity confirming receipt of donation and amount  
 
5. IF AFTER THREE WEEKS THE ABOVE ITEMS MENTIONED IN #4 HAVE NOT BEEN RETURNED TO 
STUDENT UNION RESERVATIONS OFFICE, THEN YOUR ORGANIZATION WILL BE CHARGED FULL

CampusConnect: How to Register an Existing Student Organization  
The Student Life Office is now moving to an online networking and registration system for all 
student organizations called CampusConnect. This is a wonderful new program designed to 
make managing your organization easier. Each fall students must meet the required deadline 
for re-registering their organization. Once this deadline has passed, only new organization will 
be allowed to register that academic year. Once you are approved through CampusConnect, 
you will have completed the requirements for reserving rooms and space on campus, given the 
capabilities to post events and flyers on CampusConnect, and will be considered a registered 
organization in good standing at VSU.  
 
To register your existing VSU student organization or reactivate your organization with 
CampusConnect please follow the steps below.  
(Only available during open enrollment each year Fall Aug 1-Sept 15)  
 


1. Go to valdosta.collegiatelink.net (DO NOT include “www.” when typing in this address!)  
2. Log-in at the top right corner of the main page. Log-in with the blazeview username and 


password. If this is your first time logging in you will ask to complete a few profile 
questions 


3. To re-register your organization, go to organization tab and click on your organizations 
to re-register. If you are registering a new student organization scroll to the bottom left 
hand side and click “register new organization”.  


4. Follow the steps promoted on the screen, this includes putting in advisor information, 
uploading a constitution, etc. Please keep in mind that to become a student 
organization you must have ten members. 


5. An example of a constitution on the VSU website, and in this manual. Please use this as 
a guide. Once your organization has been approved, you will need to fill out the event 
services authorization in order to reserve rooms on campus. This form can be found on 
the CampusConnect home page.  


 
CampusConnect: How to Register a New Student Organization 
In order to become a registered VSU student organization and to be approved by the Student 
Life Office, your organization must follow the steps below. Once you are approved through 
CampusConnect, you will have completed the requirements for reserving rooms and space on 
campus, given the capabilities to post events and flyers on CampusConnect, and will be 
considered a registered organization in good standing at VSU. You are able to register a new 
student organization at any time during the year, however to be approved all requirements 
must be met. 
 
To register a NEW OR INACTIVE organization not found on the CampusConnect Organization 
List, please follow the steps below.

2. Log-in at the top right corner of the main page. Log-in with the blazeview username and 
password. If this is your first time logging in you will ask to complete a few profile

3. Go to organization tab and scroll to the bottom left hand side and click “register new 
organization. Follow the steps promoted on the screen; this includes putting in advisor 
information, uploading a constitution, etc. Please keep in mind that to become a 
student organization you must have ten members.

Finding an Advisor 


1. Ask your group members for the names of faculty or staff members who they have  


found helpful and interested in student life.   


  


2. Develop a clear statement of group goals and expectations of the advisor, both in  


terms of role and time commitment.   


  


3. With this information in hand, approach potential advisors and discuss with them  


their interest and ability for advising your group.   


  


4. The most suitable advisor is one who shares a common interest with your  


organization.   


  


5. Be clear about the purpose and activities of your organization, your expectations of  


the advisor and all the benefits the advisor will enjoy.  


  


6. Select an advisor from the potential candidates, invite them to serve your group, and  


inform them of the term of their position.  


  


7. Once your advisor begins to serve, keep him/her well informed, clarify expectations  


and roles when needed and draw on his/her expertise.   


  


8. Enjoy what can be an extremely rewarding and mutually beneficial relationship 


 








Hazing and Alcohol Policy 


This policy applies to all Valdosta State University students, clubs, and registered student 
organizations. All rites and ceremonies of induction or private actions by individuals, which tend 
to occasion or allow mental or physical suffering, are prohibited.  


Hazing 


Definition of Hazing: Hazing is defined as any action taken or situation created, intentionally, 
whether on or off campus, to produce mental or physical discomfort, embarrassment, 
harassment, ridicule, or the breaking of school rules. 
 
Activities considered to be hazing include two elements: 
(1) coercion, either overt or covert, and (2) production of physical or mental discomfort, in 
either the participant(s) or spectators. Such activities suggested or ordered by a group or a 
member of a group to new or trial members will be considered to carry with them covert 
coercion even if the activity is defined as “voluntary”. 
 
Paddling in any form, physical and psychological shocks and creation of excessive fatigue are 
always considered hazing. Other activities which very often carry with them elements of hazing 
are: quests, treasure hunts, scavenger hunts, road trips, or any other such activities; wearing 
apparel in public which is conspicuous and not normally in good taste; engaging in public stunts 
and buffoonery; morally degrading or humiliating games and activities; late work sessions 
which interfere with scholastic activities; and any other activities which are not consistent with 
the regulations of the community. This is not to be considered an all-inclusive list. 
 
Note: This definition is consistent with and partially taken from the Official Statement of 
Position by the University Fraternity Secretaries Association which was endorsed and affirmed 
by the National Inter-fraternity Conference in 1974. The University also recognizes the 
Fraternity Insurance Purchasing Group (FIPG) definition of hazing. 


• VSU does not approve of auxiliary groups (Little Sister/Little Brother). Any chapter 
participating in these activities will be sent to the judicial board. 


• VSU practices a zero tolerance hazing policy.  
• Anonymous Incident Report submitted to the Student Life Office will result in meeting 


with Director of Greek Life, chapter advisor and chapter president for future 
investigation. 


• Named Incident Report submitted to the Student Life Office will result in notification to 
the National Organization and the chapter will go through the Valdosta State University 
Judicial Process.  


Compliance with this policy is the responsibility of each individual chapter. Failure to comply if 
an incident report is turned in will result in de-activation of chapter status. 
Alcohol 







1. Students’ possession or transportation of alcoholic beverages under the age of 21 is 
prohibited. 


 
2. If a student is under the age of 21 and determined to be under the influence of alcohol 
he/she will be cited for underage consumption of alcohol and referred to the appropriate 
authorities for disposition by the appropriate disciplinary process.   


 
3. A student in an intoxicated state will be cited and referred to the appropriate authorities for 
disposition by the appropriate disciplinary process. 


 
4. The consumption of alcoholic beverages or possession of an open container of an alcoholic 
beverage on University property is prohibited in public areas. (A public area is defined as any 
area outside of an individual’s living quarters.) Students who publicly consume alcohol or 
possess an open container of alcoholic beverage on University property are considered in 
violation of this policy. 


 
5. No student shall furnish or cause to be furnished any alcoholic beverage to any person under 
the legal drinking age of 21. 


 
6. The serving of alcohol to someone visibly intoxicated, and/or the facilitating of drinking 
competitions or games involving the consumption of alcohol is prohibited. 


 
7. No common source containers of alcoholic beverages e.g. beer kegs, hunch-punch, etc., may 
be present at any registered University organization event. 


 
8. No alcohol may be purchased with student activity fee funds.
