Gamma Sigma Alpha applicants 

must have junior or senior status 

and a 3.5 cumulative GPA.   GSA 

will be accepting applications in the 

spring. Rho Lambda is to honor 

outstanding Greek women.  Appli-

cants must have a 2.5 GPA, junior 

or senior status, and leadership in 

their chapter.  Membership is lim-

ited to the top 10 percent of Greek 

women and applications will be ac-

cepted in the spring.
