II. Mr. Doug Pickett with Becker CPA review came and spoke to our chapter about the Stalla CFA exam review and the Becker CPA review.
a. Mr. Pickett began by explaining about the Stalla CFA review program which is administered by the CFA Institute.

b. The CFA program has three levels where each succeeding level builds on the previous one. Each level is a six-hour examination. The CFA program takes 3 years to complete all three levels with the result being a CFA charter.

c. After talking about the CFA review Mr. Pickett did a brief overview of the Becker CPA review course. 

d. The CPA Exam is composed of four sections: Financial, Auditing, Regulation, and Business. Once the first section is passed the candidate has 18 months to complete the three remaining sections.
e. There are three formats available for the Becker CPA review: Live, Online, or Self-Study CD.

f. Mr. Pickett concluded by walking us through a sample simulation giving us a good idea of what to expect.
