3. What does Mill have to say to those who say that people who harm themselves also do mischief to society (harm others), so we must not allow harmful deviant behavior? Explain, using examples.
Phase 2 (combined groups, sharing answers, answer the following)
4. Would Mill count offensiveness as a harm to be regulated?  What would he say about the current trend in media to glorify offensive behavior for entertainment?
