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This is a reading strategy you can use with any text that has numbered sections, but no titles.  

Phase 1: In small groups: For each numbered section, formulate a title that best describes its contents and write a short paragraph explaining why. Write titles in template on board or screen as you formulate them.

Phase 2: In combined larger groups:  Share your formulated titles with group(s) assigned to different sections in larger content unit and (1) formulate a title for the entire unit, or (2) answer assigned study questions for the unit (see Quinn Study Questions).
