Debate Assignment

Newton and Ford Taking Sides Text
This is a group assignment.  Each group is to prepare three debate reports from at least two different Parts of the text. 

 For two of the issues, present a 20-25 min. oral classroom debate with another group, taking one side of the issue  
 For a third issue, provide a 4-6 page written report, which details both sides of the debate
These reports will take the form of debate (pro and con) and then a resolution.  

Oral Reports

 For the oral reports, one group will present a pro (YES) side, another a con (NO) side, and 
 then someone from one (or both) of the group(s) will offer a resolution to the debate (to the extent that it's possible). 

 Each section of the debate should be 6-8 min. long and the debate as a whole should last about 20-25 minutes (including discussion). 

 Remember that when you present a particular side of the debate you must take the stance of the author, explain his or her view, and defend it—whether or not you personally agree. 

Written Reports

 The papers should be 4-6 pages long and follow the same basic format as the in-class debates; but  

 Papers must present the issue as a whole: it must include both pro (YES) and con (NO) side and a resolution. 

Consult the Debate Schedule for deadlines and report dates.  Extra research and inclusion of personal experiences are expected.
