Final Project Term Paper Requirements

Project Description from Syllabus:

Term papers will have an oral and a written component.  The date of the oral component will be assigned several weeks prior to the end of the course and will take place sometime during the last few weeks of class. For the written part, I expect a draft at the time of the presentation and then the final version by the end of the quarter (exact time TBA).  Those pursuing this option need to download and fill out this form:

In the oral component you are to inform the class of the topic of the term project by explaining what the issue is, why it's a controversy, what the major positions on it are and what you think is the proper solution.  Your presentation should take 5-10 minutes.

The written component will be the final result of your studies during the course and will be graded with that in mind. The goal of this assignment is to get you to try your hand at solving ethical problems philosophically.  Accordingly, I ask that you research the problem, give every side fair consideration and then propose and defend a solution of your own. Here's a brief list of things your project must do:

a) it must address some current issue in business ethics;

b) it must give a clear explanation of what the issue is and what the major positions are regarding it;

c) it must give an analysis of the issue (including a clear statement of what's at stake, ethically speaking);

d) it must offer a proposal for the solution of the problem and a defense of the proposal, based on practical and moral principles;

e) it must include a bibliography.

Keep in mind that the term project will be the culmination of your efforts during the term and will be graded with that in mind. There will be two components: one oral and one written.  You will be asked to report to the class near the end of the term what your project is and the progress you're making.  With my help and the help of the class, by the end of the term you should have a polished piece of work that you can be proud of. 

Term Projects are worth 25% of your final course grade.  Full grade includes submission of all items.

Paper Requirements:

Papers are to be 10-12 pages (12 point font, double spaced).  The full project must include the following (due dates are provided on your schedule)
· An Abstract

· An Outline and Bibliography

· A Rough Draft which should include:

· A Title 

· A revised Abstract w/ original

· A revised Outline w/ original

· A revised Bibliography w/ original

· A Final Draft, including all previous abstracts, outlines, bibliographies, and drafts

Presentation Requirements:

All presentations must be 5-10 minutes long and include:
· A Handout or Projection image that includes an Outline of the paper 

· A reading assignment for class should be given one class meeting prior to the presentation (this can be emailed to me and I will forward to the class)
Note:  Papers submitted with no previous submissions of abstracts, outlines, and drafts will not be accepted.
