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Note that the only principle that applies to all truths is the "Analyticity Principle."  Some commentators identify it with the PSR but in a letter to Arnauld, Leibniz makes it clear that the PSR is a corollary to this principle.  Also note that the PSR does not apply to intuitive demonstrative truths ("First Truths" as he calls them)--another reason to make the PSR subordinate to the AP.  Remember, to know something intuitively is to do so without inference--no reason need be given (compare this with Spinoza's claim that knowledge of the 3rd kind--intuition--goes beyond reason, i.e., knowledge of the 2nd kind).
