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· For Locke, our mind is spirit, and our body is matter, just as in Descartes
· According to Locke, our mind can know the objects of the world only passively through the senses; there are no innate ideas that we actively recognize in the objects of experience

· The mind is active insofar as it can combine and mix ideas derived from experience into new ones, but is passive in the reception of the ideas of the external world
· As in Descartes, there is a substance with primary qualities that cause secondary qualities, but Locke does not think that material substance can be directly known
· The difference between knowledge of the two qualities for Locke is that the secondary qualities are known only through one sense (like color, or smell), whereas primary qualities (like extension, shape and motion) are known through more than one (we see and feel shape, for instance)
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
