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Things to Look For:

· Connection to Minority Report, Matrix, Memento,  Paycheck, Déjà Vu, and What the Bleep Do We Know?
· Role of fate, prediction, and choice in the formation of persons

Questions:
1. “Here’s the thing about future: every time you look at it, it changes, and that changes everything else.”  Explain.
2. Where are these possible scenarios that Cris Johnson (Frank Cadillac) “sees” and then chooses to avoid?  And where do they go when he opts out of them?  Compare to the possible worlds metaphysics in What the Bleep?
3. Cris gets’ a lot of second chances (for instance, with the girl).   Does this give him any advantage in life?  Compare to the time-viewing machine in Paycheck.
4. When asked about destiny, Liz doesn’t want to know what the future brings, but wants to experience it unfolding (compare to Lenny’s wife in Memento).  Cris agrees that that would be nice.  Explain.
5. Why is Liz so upset to find out that Cris was able to choose how to engage her by predicting the future?  Was she being set up, manipulated?  Compare to how the FBI treats her, knowing what she doesn’t know. Any difference?
6. “They killed her—two hours from now.”  Why does he use the past tense to explain that future event?  Is this usage an inadequacy of language, or of our theoretical understanding of time?
7. Compare Cris’ branching into the possibilities in the end to that of an advanced chess player planning her next move.  What is the difference between these two types of vision?
8. What is destiny, given the worldview found in What the Bleep? and Philip K. Dick?  Is there room for it in the metaphysics of infinite possibilities?
