Course Description: 
A continuation of Survey of Calculus I (MATH 1261). Topics include techniques and applications of integration of functions of one and several variables, and techniques and applications of differentiation of functions of several variables.
Student Learning Outcomes (SLO) for MATH 1262:

1. Students will compute definite and indefinite integrals using various methods of integration, such as integration by substitution and integration by parts.
2. Students will find the area between curves, consumers’ and producers’ surplus, and present and future values of an income flow.
3. Students will find partial derivatives of functions of several variables.
4. Students will solve optimization problems of functions of several variables.
5. Students will find a linear model that fits a given data and use it to make predictions.
Student responsibilities: Attending class and participating in class activities. Students are responsible for all recommended problems in text relevant to sections covered. All cell phones will be turned off and stowed during the class period. Students who drop/withdraw should do so on Banner on or before 1 Mar (mid-term) to avoid petition process. Effective Fall 2010, all undergraduate students are limited to five course withdrawal grades for their entire enrollment at VSU. Once a student has accumulated five "W" grades, all subsequent withdrawals will be recorded as "WF." Students are encouraged to discuss plans to withdraw with Instructor.
Grades: There will be four tests during the semester. A ten-point scale will be used. Mandatory comprehensive final. Final exam will be weighted one-third or one-fourth depending which helps student most.NO MAKEUP TESTS WILL BE GIVEN. If a student misses a test the grade made on the final exam will be used in place of that test. If more than one test is missed, a zero will be recorded for that test. Cheating on tests will not be tolerated. A zero grade that cannot be dropped will be assigned as a minimum offense.
Technology: Graphing calculators are considered appropriate tools to enhance the conceptual understanding of underlying mathematics. TI-83 calculators or their equivalent are recommended.
