Prerequisite: MATH 1111 or MATH 1101. Topics include limits, continuity, differentiation of functions of one variable, and applications.

6.   Students will use appropriate technology in the evaluation, analysis and making predictions in solving real-world problems. (SLO 6)

Grades: There will be three tests during the semester. A ten-point scale will be used. Mandatory comprehensive final. If a student misses a test the grade made on the final exam will be used in place of that test. If more than one test is missed, a zero will be recorded for that test. Cheating on tests will not be tolerated. A zero grade that cannot be dropped will be assigned as a minimum offense.

Technology: Graphing calculators are considered appropriate tools to enhance the conceptual understanding of underlying mathematics. TI-83 calculators or their equivalent are recommended.
