 CARSULAE 2012
June 9 - July 21, 2012
June 9 – 10: 

Arrival in Italy, travel to San Gemini and orientation

June 11 - July 20:
Excavation of the Baths at Roman Carsulae, Umbria

July 21:

Departure 

Participants (volunteers and students) will be instructed in:  excavation strategies and 
techniques; excavation recording; handling and conservation of artifacts; drafting of site 
plans; analytical rendering.

Housing: Participants will be housed at the Albergo Duomo. The hotel is located in San Gemini, 
a small Umbrian hill town 5 kilometers from the site. 
Costs: The cost of participation in the program is $800.00 per week. The charge for the entire 
six week program is $4800.00. Included in the charge is housing in a shared room at the 
hotel, all meals during the week plus breakfast on weekends. 
Weekend activities: Participants will work five days a week, and are free to travel on their own

on weekends.  San Gemini is a little over an hour by train from Rome.  Optional 
weekend excursions are also offered.
Field school in archaeological methods:  Students may enroll for academic credit through

Valdosta State University as "transient students." See the VSU website, www.valdosta.edu, for more information on the application process.  They may take one or both of the courses listed below:

INTL 3500SG, Archaeology in Italy I: June 9 – June 30, 2012  (3 credits)

Students will be expected to direct the excavation and all the recording processes in a 2.5 X 2.5 meter excavation unit.  This course will focus on methods and techniques associated with the opening of an excavation season: formulating research questions and priorities, setting up laboratory equipment and procedures, creating typologies.  Classroom lectures will provide introductory instruction in all the recording skills, the handling of artifacts, ethical questions in archaeology, and the history of Carsulae.
INTL 3500SH, Archaeology in Italy II: July 1 - July 21, 2012

Students will be expected to direct the excavation and all the recording processes in a 2.5

X 2.5 meter excavation unit.  This course will focus on methods and techniques

associated with the closing of an excavation season:  the final analysis of the artifacts and architectural finds, writing of the preliminary report, consolidating and protecting the exposed remains.  Classroom instruction will continue in all the recording and handling skills, and lectures will explore Carsulae in its wider context: the history of the ancient peoples of Umbria, Roman architecture, and the history of Roman baths.
