In order to complete the minor in African American Studies, students must take the two (2) required courses (AFAM 3000 – Introduction to African American Studies, and AFAM 4700 – African American Studies Seminar), in addition to three (3) other AFAM courses, for a total of 15 credit hours. In special cases, a limited number courses from other disciplines with sufficient content related to African American Studies may be substituted for AFAM courses with preapproval.
