Project: Line / Calligraphic Line

Drawing Principle:

Calligraphic line is derived from Asian Calligraphy (beautiful writing) – a drawing stroke which varies in dimension.  Calligraphy is related to gesture: the variations of the line encompass the full range from bold to delicate, from thick to thin.
Procedure:

Explore the use of a line which varies in weight working with a Sumi brush and india ink.  Hold the drawing tool in a vertical position producing strokes which are varied in thickness by altering the pressure on the brush.  The marks should be sweepingly graceful and subtle in their fluxion.
Materials:

Strathmore 400 Series Drawing Paper (18” x 24”) or Charcoal Drawing Paper (18” x 24”), Sumi Brush, India ink, HB pencil
