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Program Overview
The Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) in Communication prepares students for a wide variety of professional careers. Through the study of the theory and practices of communication, students in the Communication major gain expertise in the skills most valued in the 21st-century workplace. Students learn team leadership, decision making, critical and creative thinking, problem solving, presentation skills, persuasion, research, writing, technological strategies, and intercultural communication by examining communication in multiple contexts. With the B.A. in Communication, students are able to select one of four tracks, which further emphasize scholarship within the field and prepare students to move directly from the academic to the organizational environment. 

The National Association of Colleges and Employers conduct an annual survey, which asks employers to identify the top skills they seek in college graduates.  Of the top ten skills identified, nine are directly related to courses taught in the B.A. in Communication program. Similarly, for over four decades, the Fortune 500 list of most valued skills has been dominated by those taught in the Communication major, further highlighting the applicability and versatility of a degree in Communication.
