In approaching the final semester of the M.Ed. in Middle Grades Math & Science, candidates
must apply for admission to the Tier | Educational Leadership Certification Add-on program.
This is required in order to undertake the two residency courses (LEAD 7920 & LEAD 7930).
Once completed, you are eligible for the Tier | Leadership certificate.
