Valdosta State University offers a Bachelor of Science in Special
Education-Deaf and Hard of Hearing (B.S.Ed.) program of study
at the undergraduate level that prepares pre-service teachers
to work with students who are D/deaf or hard of hearing. By
providing students with content knowledge and pedagogical
skills, students graduate prepared to meet the diverse needs of
this unigue student population. This pre-professional degree
(P-12) is designed to provide graduates with competency in
American Sign Language (ASL), as measured by a Level 2 on
the American Sign Language Proficiency Interview (ASLPD.
This equips graduates with the skill set needed to communicate
with students enrolled in schools for the deaf, as well as those
served in resource rooms and general education settings. During
the last semester of their senior year students apply to the
Graduate School for admission in the Master of Education-Deaf
and Hard of Hearing (M.Ed. - 5-year) program. This 5-year
program culminates with a M.Ed. Students who successfully
completed the M.Ed. are recommended to PSC for certification.
