Program eligibility is limited to youth ages 12-17 (must turn 17 while in the program) residing in Valdosta/ Lowndes County communities and are referred by DJJ. Maximum capacity 14.


All participants must be considered medium to high risk in accordance to the Detention Assessment Instrument utilized by DJJ upon admissions to the program.


Hours of Operation:


The ERC’s hours of operation are scheduled in accordance to the Valdosta/Lowndes School System Calendar. During the school year the ERC’s operating hours will be 1:00-9:00 P.M. (M- F).  Youth will report to the center by 2:30 PM each day depending on school dismal times.

Community Service Projects





We seek community service projects throughout the year that involves youth in an effort to teach the value of community service.











What is the Evening Reporting Center (ERC)?


ERC is a community–based alternative program to detention that is sponsored by the Department of Juvenile Justice (DJJ). It operates in partnership with DJJ’s state and local offices as well as with the Juvenile Court of Valdosta/Lowndes County.  Participants of the program may remain in the program up to 90 days.


The program concentrates on the personal development of individual participants, involves their families, and supports their educational advancement.


A distinctive component of the program is its focus to reduce reoffending by participants; through providing a non-secure alternative program to include highly structured and well supervised group activities during high risk periods while enhancing life, academic, job readiness, and cultural skills. Thereby, allowing juveniles to remain in the community in lieu of secure detention.  The ERC will serve Non-secure Detention (NSD) and Non-Secured Committed (NSC) youth.





What kind of activities does the program offer?


A variety of activities is scheduled weekly and monthly such as:





Anger Management/Conflict resolution


Crime/violence prevention


Behavior Management


Gender development           (female health issues, dating)


Drug/alcohol abuse education


After-school tutoring


Computer/Internet training


Cultural and social involvement


Healthy Life Styles


Communication skills


Community service


Character and Leadership development


Parenting


Field Trips


All activities are designed and structured to promote heightened self-awareness and a greater sense of preparedness. Emphasis is placed on exposing participants to activities that they may not ordinarily participate.
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
